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1. The aim and tasks of the discipline 

The aim of the course “HISTORY OF EVERYDAY LIFE IN UKRAINE” is 
to provide second-level higher education students with comprehensive knowledge 
about changes in the development of everyday life in modern Ukraine up to the 
present day. Particular attention is paid to the material component of everyday life. 

To provide students with knowledge about the past of the Ukrainian people as 
an integral part of European and world history and its role in the overall system of 
socio-economic, political, and ethnocultural factors. Studying this discipline helps 
students develop the ability to analyze historical facts and events, assess and predict 
the impact of economic, political, and social factors on the development and change of 
people's everyday lives in different historical periods in Ukraine. 

 
The tasks of the discipline “HISTORY OF EVERYDAY LIFE IN UKRAINE”: 
provide applicants with expanded knowledge about changes in everyday life in 

Ukraine and the impact on it of political, socio-economic, cultural, and religious 
processes that took place on Ukrainian lands  during various historical periods; promote 
the formation of historical thinking and the ability to identify the historical 
determinants of events and phenomena; to promote the improvement of skills in 
working comprehensively with various types of historical sources and historical 
scientific works, searching for and systematizing information as a basis for solving 
research tasks; develop students' ability to analyze historical processes, reconstruct 
historical events and phenomena, make historical predictions, and interpret historical 
facts; teach students to determine their own position regarding Ukraine's place and role 
in the global historical process through the prism of the dynamics of everyday changes 
aimed at integrating it into the European way of life and worldview; based on universal 
human values, help students form their own beliefs and acquire the skills and abilities 
necessary for further practical activity.

7. Individual tasks 

Individual work of higher education students is a form of organizing the 
educational process that involves creating conditions for the realization of students' 
creative potential through individually-oriented development of their abilities, research 
work, and creative activities. 

Individual assignments are completed by the student independently and are not 
included in their weekly classroom workload. The instructor monitors the completion 
of the individual assignment during consultations, the schedule of which is drawn up 
by the department and approved by the head of the department. 

The following types of academic activities can be considered individual 
assignments: writing essays, completing problem-solving tasks, preparing for 
conference presentations, participating in academic competitions (Olympiads), etc.

8. Teaching methods 

In the study of this academic discipline, the following teaching methods are employed: 
Verbal methods (narration, explanation, lecture and its various forms); 
Visual methods (demonstration and its types: illustration, 

showing/demonstrating); 
Practical methods (assignments); 
Assessment and self-assessment methods (brief oral questioning, practical 

tasks, written assignments, tests). 
 

9. Evaluation system and requirements 
Types of Assessment: current, midterm and final. 
Form of final assessment: examination. 
Midterm assessment of students’ performance is carried out during all types of 

classroom activities in all courses in the middle of the semester and one week before 
the end of the semester. 

The maximum total number of points allocated for assessing the results of one 
midterm control, according to the course syllabus, within the framework of the 
semester final assessment in the form of an examination, is 30 points. 

The total number of points allocated for the semester examination, according to 
the course syllabus, is 40 points. The number of points obtained by a student in the 
examination is added to the results of the midterm assessments, which together 
constitute the student’s grade for the academic discipline on a 100-point scale, further 
converted into grades on the ECTS scale and the national grading scale (“Excellent,” 
“Good,” “Satisfactory,” “Unsatisfactory”). 

The level of students’ knowledge according to the national grading scale 
corresponds to the following criteria: 

• Excellent – the student has thoroughly mastered the theoretical material, 
has a deep and comprehensive understanding of the content of the discipline, the key 
provisions of primary scientific sources and recommended literature; demonstrates

logical thinking and coherent answers; confidently applies acquired theoretical 
knowledge to the analysis of practical material; expresses personal viewpoints on 
various issues; and shows a high level of mastery of practical skills. 

• Good – the student has mastered the theoretical material well, presents it 
in a reasoned manner, is familiar with the main aspects of primary sources and 
recommended literature, possesses practical skills, and can express opinions on various 
issues, but may make certain inaccuracies or errors in the logical presentation of 
theoretical content or in the analysis of practical material. 

• Satisfactory – the student has a basic command of theoretical knowledge 
in the discipline, demonstrates some familiarity with primary sources and 
recommended literature, but provides unconvincing answers; additional questions 
cause uncertainty or reveal a lack of stable knowledge; in responding to practical 
questions, the student shows inaccuracies in knowledge, inability to assess facts and 
phenomena, and difficulty in relating them to future professional activities. 

• Unsatisfactory – the student has not mastered the learning material of the 
discipline, does not know scientific facts or definitions, has little or no familiarity with 
primary sources or recommended literature; lacks scientific thinking, and has not 
developed practical skills.
